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Transformation and Challenges of Globalization: A Study of Sociology of Finance …………………………………………………Jai Ben-ray        1
Abstract: Globalization has brought about a comprehensive adjustment of industrial structure worldwide. Due to the extreme credit expansion, financial over leverage, deficit spending of the American consumers and the remaining demographic dividend, the global economy has, since the 1970s, been developing continuously and the finance capitalism has also expanded thoroughly, which has functioned as the dominating elements of the global economic and social development. However, the previous and current generations have used the disposable income belonging to the next generation, and the prosperity “we borrowed” from future generations eventually plummeted just shortly before the financial crisis of 2008 hit hard. Insufficiencies for global demand, financial de-leverage, de-globalization, and closer scrutiny have set a new normal tone. Financial capital like pension fund is planned to be used for planning life after retirement as a result of longer life expectancy. However, lack of funding, sovereign debt crisis, structural problems caused by population ageing and low fertility will lead to the future generations struggling and fighting for their future.
The Balance between Rights and Obligations in Rural Grassroots Governance: A study on a village in south-central Hubei……………Tian Xianhong
Abstract: By empirical study on rural grassroots governance in Li village in south-central Hubei, this paper used the framework of multilateral relations to investigate the making and implementation of regulations and agreements among the stakeholders: the state, village and peasants. Reflecting in and on the rural grassroots governance, this study proposed a general balanced model of rights and obligations. The theory of state-building and its feasibility and implementation in China are also re-examined. The results have indicated that rights and obligations of all the events were inextricably intertwined to establish a bundle of rights and obligations, leading to a phenomenon that the rights and obligations of all the stakeholders were balanced. This kind of balance mechanism and its non-programmed rural social basis have indicated that despite the devolution of power had no radical change on the characteristics of rural society, despite that it had already imposed a great impact on the rural areas. This is the root cause that the rules on public management can’t be established and implemented in countryside.

‘Consult Hermit’ and ‘Respect the Aged’: An analysis about the Chinese political tradition of the Funding Emperors of Han Dynasty………………………………………………Zhao Kai
Abstract: In the old Chinese classics Shi ji and Han shu, four old men known as ‘Shang shan Si hao’ were considered both hermits and seniors. Liu Bang, the founding emperor of Han dynasty and his successor had sought advice from the ‘Shang shan Si hao’, which was closely related to ancient political culture of seeking advice from the hermits and taking care of the elderly. Seeking advice from the hermits is an important means to get support from the general public. According to Analects of Confucius (Lun Yu), seeking advice from hermits wins the support of all the people. The Garden of Stories (Shuo Yuan) also described that Wuding, the king of Shang Dynasty, had revived the country by taking advice from hermits. These political idea and practice had certain influence on seeking advice from the ‘Shang shan Si hao’ in the early of the Han Dynasty. Before the Han Dynasty, the elderly were considered the representatives of wisdom and experience and therefore played a pivotal role in the country’s decision making and social management system. Therefore, through seeking advice from the hermits and elderly, Liu Bang and his successor were to make people understand that they would pay respect to and look after the elderly. Seeking advice from the elderly demonstrated that attention was paid to the selection of the talented and the elderly in ancient China, which was the guidance from the political logic in the ancient times.
Chinese Economic Reform and the Change of Competitive Pattern among the Private Entrepreneurs……………………………Li Lulu & Zhu Bin
Abstract: The paper analyzes the change of the competitive pattern among private entrepreneurs in Chinese economic reform. Based upon the institutional capital and marketing capability, private entrepreneurs can be classified into four categories: political entrepreneurs, mixed-typed entrepreneurs, marketing entrepreneurs and grassroots entrepreneurs. Empirical research data from the enterprise survey have demonstrated that political entrepreneurs had more relatively competitive advantage than their marketing counterparts during the early stage of the economic reform. However, this competitive advantage reduced with the advancement of the economic reform. The cause of this change was not the institutional transformation that diminished the political entrepreneurs’ institutional capital, but the opportunity provided by the economic expansion for the marketing entrepreneurs to gain more profits. Therefore, it is essential to deepen institutional reform and to further compress administrative power in the market in the future so that more reform bonus could be released by the institutional transformation.
The Development of the Management System for Psychotics in Ancient China

Abstract: This work conducted the literature review of the management system for psychotics between the late Shang Dynasty and Qing Dynasty. The history of how the management systems were established, developed and changed in terms of legislation in ancient China was examined and analyzed. Self-referral hospital admission due to safety concerns revealed the rationality and the serious drawbacks of the measures taken by government to prevent psychotics from killing and locking them away caused in ancient China. “A Guide to the Affiliated Bedlam”, established during the reign of the emperor Guang Xu of the Qing Dynasty, laid the historical foundation for “Mental Health Act” in China.
The Structure and Function of Social Network Under Different Patterns of Elderly Care: Exploratory analysis based on two cases………………………

Abstract: The difference of the structure and function of elderly social network between institutional care mode and home care mode was analyzed in this study using directed network methods. Four dimensions of social support and two directions of network were designed to analyze the difference. The findings demonstrated that the structure and function of the elderly social network are affected by different elder care modes and clear difference can be seen in different dimension of social support and the direction of social network. The elderly under institutional care rely more on “weak ties”, and those under home care are more “strong ties” dependent. The elderly with more structural holes do not get more social support, but they have the potential to gain more social support resource.
Analysis of the Factors that Affect the Urbanization of the New-Generation Rural Migrant Workers from Capitalistic Perspective…………………………

Abstract: This paper discussed the relationship between the human, social, material and political capital of new-generation rural migrant workers and the level of their urbanization, as well as the relationship between their interventional capitals, self construction capital and the degree of their urbanization. The paper has concluded that capital is an important factor that affects the level of the urbanization of the new-generation rural migrant worker and the capital construction can greatly promote their urbanization. Therefore, the social policy on new-generation rural migrant workers should move from the protection of right and benefit towards capital construction mode.

The Dynamic of Transformation in Violent Collective Actions: Based on the Analysis of Grounded Theory ……………………Gao Enxin
Abstract: Violent collective actions have occupied the top hot issues in the local governance of contemporary China. Why do the protests for interests goals turn to irrational violence leading to “double-loser”? Employing the methodology of grounded theory, this paper traced one case which lasted for five years to explain the factors, logic and key points of the transition of collective actions to public violence. The findings have indicated that the conflict of interest, institutional space and political opportunity, mobilization structure of collective action resources, the radicalization of protestors and stakeholders’ significance construction on the trigger event affect the measures taken by the protestors and the local government. In the process of collective action, the mutual reinforcement between the protestors and local governments exists in the interaction of the local government and the protestors. Whether the action strategy is rational and peaceful or whether it is irrational and violent depend on both parties’ constructive or destructive recognition on specific events. Under the framework of the non-negotiable interest conflict and the destructive recognition, the action race staged by the local governments and protestors keeps stimulating and raising the confrontation, leading to the destruction to balance and the violent collective actions.

The “Alienation” of Secondary Vocational Education in the Transition Period: A study on the history and reality of a county vocational high school …………………………………Ma Xuejun
Abstract: In modern industrial societies, vocational education plays an important role in enhancing personal skills and national economic development. However, secondary vocational education, the main body of vocational education in China, has been marginalized since its transitional stage, failing to act as a driving force for modernization. Based on the fieldwork of a vocational high school in a county, this research assessed and evaluated the difficulty in student recruitment and placement in the context of institution and operational mechanism. The structural changes leading to the operation of schools getting mired in education system and economic structure were also analyzed. This paper argues that vocational high school cannot provide a way towards professionalization different from ordinary college entrance, or cultivate skilled workers suitable for enterprise production. Only does it serves as the management body for large numbers of students with learning difficulties in locality. Consequently, secondary vocational education neither focuses on university entrance, nor emphasizes on vocational training, but alienates itself in safety control.
